AIDSfreeAFRICA sends medical doctor to Esu/Cameroon

Dr. Turoczi ILDIKO helps out with health issues in Esu.
Dr. Turoczi ILDIKO, a medical doctor from Romania, is in Esu offering free medical consultations to the population.

The doctor who arrived at the Douala international airporton Thursday, September 22, 2011 from Romania via Zurich was received at the Douala international airport by Muabe Nji Polycarp.

After a night in Limbe, the medical doctor travelled to Esu accompanied by two nurses from Limbe, Muabe Nji Polycarp and Madam Patricia Folefac.

The trio arrived Esu on Saturday, September 24, 2011 and immediately went ahead to pay a courtesy visit to the Fon of Esu before taking up residence in Muabe Chu Wung Paul’s complex at Udonghumbuoh quarters.

They began work on Monday, September 26, 2011 in a building in Teneghie beside the Tenemenong stream. After a few days of work there, they were forced to evacuate the premises due to a partial collapse of the building occasioned by the stream overflowing its banks as a result of a torrential rainfall. 

The team now works from Weneghe in the premises of retired army officer, Muabe Bolinji.

Asked how her work was going on, the soft-spoken doctor said everything was moving on very well. She was very happy with the response from the community and told us she attends to thirty (30) patients daily. So far, she and her team have attended to more than three hundred patients.

Dr. Turoczi ILDIKO revealed that she got to know about Esu through Dr. Rolande. She said when she decided to go out to Africa to consult patients for free; it was Dr. Rolande who recommended that she should go to Esu and contacted our own Muabe Nji Polycarp to be of assistance to her.

On how she is finding Esu and the Esu people, her face brightens up: “Esu is a very beautiful place and the people are very fantastic and welcoming “, she says.

Any communication problems with the people while carrying out consultations? The doctor laughs and says, “I used to when I initially began because some mothers spoke to me in Esu not knowing I do not understand Esu. But now that is not a problem as I have two fantastic aids that are helping me out with translations. They are Miss Mispah Sih Biame and Miss Chu Mary Ndum. These two are a very great help”, she concludes.

Responding to the question whether she is making any efforts to study Esu, she giggles and says: “Bu kedjong”. It is certain this woman would be able to pick up some words and phrases by the time she leaves Esu on November 21, 2011.

Dr. Turoczi ILDIKO would be spending a few days in Limbe before finally taking her flight back to Romania on November 24, 2011. Any Esu folks living in Limbe and its environs and wishing to meet this doctor with their health issues should do so on November 22nd and 23rd.
